So how does this church 
work?  What is the role of the 
Pastor, an Elder, various   
committees or even the      
congregation? Who is in 
charge? What does it mean to 
be a member? Do I have to 
become a member?  
I would like to take the time to 
explain a few questions that 
typically arise when discussing 
the governance of Wiltsie 
Community Church. These 
questions are not explained 
during a Worship Service on a 
typical Sunday Morning. The 
simple reason is purpose. Our 
Purpose in a Sunday Morning 
Worship time is just that...  
WORSHIP!  
Wiltsie Community Church is a 
great melting pot of denomina-
tions and family religious back-
grounds. Each person   attend-
ing brings rich customs and 
practices through which they 
view their relationship with 
God. These religious lenses 
blend with the practices of 
others. While it may seem  
confusing at times it typically 
lends to a beautiful array of 
styles and authenticity. We 
would never want any of these 
lenses to crowd out the Holy 
Spirits moving, nor the Truth of 
Jesus Christ. And all things 
should be done to Glorify our 
Heavenly Father.   
Wiltsie Community Church is 
autonomous and yet has 
joined the Conservative Con-
gregational Christian Confer-
ence. The CCCC is a         
conference of like minded 
churches who want to be free 
from top heavy leadership yet 
want some kind of support. 
These churches are governed 
by the people, the real    
meaning of ñThe Churchò, who 
have joined the institution 
through membership. These 
people who are members of 

the institution have the       
privilege and responsibility to 
care for the needs of ñThe 
Churchò. While a Pastor is 
hired to perform some duties 
unique to the call of Pastor, it 
is the membership who holds 
the responsibility to do the 
work of the Body of Christ. The 
membership count on the 
whole body, members and non 
members, to perform the tasks 
needed to carry out the work.  
So it is not mandatory to join in 
membership but Christ says it 
is mandatory to do the work of 
ministry in the local body and 
region (Eph 5:16). Each     
person needs to use the gifted-
ness God has given them. 
Your talents and giftedness is 
needed and should never go 
idle.   If you need help finding 
your giftedness, the Deacons 
would like to affirm what the 
Holy Spirit has given you. They 
will also help you see how to 
use those gifts to do kingdom 
work whether inside our out-
side the walls at Wiltsie. If this 
peaks your interest, see  Bob 
Benson.  All people attending 
Witlsie Community Church are 
considered a part of the body 
of believers here in the Russell 
area.  Members have the right 
to vote on decisions of the 
church while everyone at a 
meeting has the privilege of 
voice. Certain positions in the 
church leadership require 
membership so that they can 
perform the duties assigned. 
However, there are many   
responsibilities in the church 
that do not require member-
ship in order to perform duties.  
Unlike other denominations, 
the Pastor at Wiltsie does not 
govern the church. It is my job 
to train and help the leadership 
and congregation to do the 
work God has ask the church 
to fulfill. As for the administra-

tion of the church,  this is   
carried out by a Church Board. 
This board consists of three 
Elders, a Board Secretary, a 
Treasurer and an assistant 
Treasurer.  It is their           
responsibility to make sure 
ñThe Churchñ has the        
leadership needed to operate 
effectively. The Church Board 
is given their responsibility by 
the congregation and answer 
to them in Business meetings 
scheduled throughout the year. 
The Church Board is          
supported  by  var ious         
committees such as Deacon, 
Trustee, Christian Education, 
and Fellowship. These      
committees provide leadership 
to various areas and are    
responsible to the congrega-
tion at business meetings as 
well. It is not the job of the 
Board and Committees to do 
all the work in these areas. It is 
their job to provide leadership. 
T he  Co ng reg a t i on  i s           
responsible to do the work. 
Unfortunately, the board and 
committees often get bogged 
down with the tasks and     
cannot provide the leadership 
needed. ñAs each does its 
partò allows all to take         
o w n e r s h i p  o f  t h i s                
congregationally governed 
church.   It also allows the 
leadership to spend time   
seeking the heart of God and 
provide direction.  

You need not be asked in or-

der   to  jump   in  and  get 

involved. If you have a gift of 

time, talent or resource that 

would serve the whole church, 

please come forward and let it 

be known. Our target area has 

many who are lost and hurting.
